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My Horrible Experience by Holly Scanlon 
 
I had taken my wonderful, 2 year old, boy to the vet for 
his annual check up and shots.  The visit went well 
also.  The vet said he was in great health, a good 
weight, no problems that he could see and told me 
what a great job I was doing as his new owner.  He 
then proceeded to give him several injections of his 
necessary vaccinations along with a leptosporosis and 
a bordetella inhalant.  He took his treat and happily 
trotted out of the office.  I loaded him into the back of 
my station wagon and headed home.  Singing to the 
radio and admiring the beautiful sky, I never heard the 
first signs of distress from the back.  Then all of a 
sudden there was horrible loud thrashing noises.  I 
looked back and could see my poor boy in a seizure.  I 
quickly turned the car around and sped the 10 minutes 
back to the vets office.    Unfortunately in the short time 
it took for him to get out to the car with the needle of 
epinephrine, my beloved pet was gone.  The vet ruled 
it an allergic reaction to the shots he had just received 
only a half an hour before. 
 
My vet explained to me that allergic reactions to 
vaccinations of varying degrees is very common.  The 
adverse reactions to the shots can range from very 
serious and life threatening to a mild irritation.  But, 
unbelievably, unlike human doctors vets do not have to 
explain these risks to owners.   Here are some of the 
possible reactions I found in my research. 

Anaphylaxis  is a rare, life-threatening, immediate 
allergic reaction to something ingested or injected. If 
untreated, it results in shock, respiratory and cardiac 
failure, and death. An anaphylactic reaction can occur 
as a result of vaccination. The reaction usually occurs 
within minutes to hours (less than 24) of the 
vaccination.  Anaphylactic reactions are more 
commonly associated with the use of killed vaccines 
such as rabies, canine coronavirus, and leptospirosis. 

Neurologic symptoms  are the most common vaccine 
reaction seen in dogs. Canine distemper vaccination is 
the most common cause of neurologic disease, and 
can cause an inflammation of the brain. Measles 
vaccine in puppies has been reported to rarely cause 
damage to the nervous system. Cerebellar disease has 
been reported in puppies and kittens less than 5 weeks 
of age who were vaccinated with a modified live 
vaccine. 

Pain, swelling, redness, and irritation can occur at 
the injection site. These effects generally occur within 
30 minutes to 1 week of the vaccination.  These 
abscesses are generally not caused by infection, but 
by the body's over-reaction to the vaccine.  Mild fever, 
decreased appetite, and depression may be 
observed for 1-2 days following vaccination, most 
commonly when modified live vaccines are used. 
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 Baby food isn’t just for babies anymore!  

 
You call him your baby anyway so why not make 
some treats from basic baby food to brighten his 
day!  It’s also a great way for us mother’s whose 
toddlers are now into finger foods to use up all those 
jars of mush hanging around! 
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32 ounces plain or vanilla yogurt (I use StonyField Organic) 
1 really ripe banana, mashed  OR 1- 5 ounce jar of banana baby food 

2 tablespoons peanut butter 
2 tablespoons honey 

 
Blend all ingredients together and freeze in 3-ounce plastic or paper cups.  
Microwave just a few seconds before serving. 
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3 (2 1/2 oz. each) jars of baby food; either beef or chicken 
1/4 cup Dry milk powder 

1/4 cup Wheat germ or cream of wheat 
 
Combine all ingredients in bowl and mix well. Roll into small balls and place on well-greased cookie sheet. 
Flatten slightly with a fork. Bake in preheated 350F oven for 15 minutes until brown. Cool on wire rack. 
Refrigerate to keep fresh or freeze. Great for older dogs with teeth problems.

What can YOU do? 
 

Evaluate Dogs:    Evaluating dogs is a very difficult but rewarding experience. Evaluating can be dangerous, therefore, 
all of our evaluators must apprentice under an experienced evaluator prior to evaluating on their own. Each dog that is 
evaluated is exposed to a series of tests by the evaluator to measure the dog's response to different stimuli and the 
stability of the dog's temperament.  

Foster a Dog:   Fostering dogs is an extremely gratifying experience. You are able to work one on one with the dogs, 
provide them with TLC, food, shelter and training. Fostering requires some previous experience with Rottweilers and a 
flexible household. Transport a Dog:  Dogs sometimes need to hitch a ride to make it into their new foster home. We 
acquire dogs from local area shelters, but we cover a large area. Transports help to move dogs from the shelter to a 
foster home.  

Process Adoption Applications:   Do you like to talk to people? Would you like to help people in their search for a 
great canine companion? Processing adoption applications allows volunteers to connect with potential adopters and 
verify that they meet RRUFF's qualifications to adopt.  

Staff Educational Booths:   Do you love the Rottweiler breed and love to talk about them? Staffing educational booths 
at local pet stores and events is a very important aspect of RRUFF. Volunteers who staff events gain positive exposure 
for the Rottweiler breed as well as making the public aware of the plight of homeless Rottweilers and the need for 
rescue.  

Organize a Fundraiser:   Rescuing and re-homing Rottweilers is an expensive endeavor. RRUFF relies on the support 
of Rottweiler lovers to provide donations to fund the activities of the organization.
