Certification 
 

An Important Test for Any Responsible Dog Owner 

 
The AKC's Canine Good Citizen (CGC) Program is an important step for any responsible dog owner.  
Started in 1989, CGC is a certification program that is designed to reward dogs who have good manners at 
home and in the community. The Canine Good Citizen Program is a two-part program that stresses 
responsible pet ownership for owners and basic good manners for dogs. All dogs who pass the 10-step 
CGC test may receive a certificate from the American Kennel Club.  
 
Many dog owners choose Canine Good Citizen training as the first step in training their dogs. The Canine 
Good Citizen Program lays the foundation for other AKC activities such as obedience, agility, tracking, and 
performance events. As you work with your dog to teach the CGC skills, you'll discover the many benefits 
and joys of training your dog. Training will enhance the bond between you and your dog. Dogs who have a 
solid obedience education are a joy to live with-they respond well to household routines, have good 
manners in the presence of people and other dogs, and they fully enjoy the company of the owner who took 
the time to provide training, intellectual stimulation, and a high quality life. 
 
A number of specialty (one breed only) clubs give the CGC at their annual national dog show. Dog clubs 
have discovered that the CGC is an event that allows everyone to go home a winner. Veterinarians have 
recognized the benefits of well-trained dogs and there are some CGC programs in place in veterinary 
hospitals. State legislatures began recognizing the CGC program as a means of advocating responsible 
dog ownership and 17 states now have Canine Good Citizen resolutions. 
 
In a little over one decade, the Canine Good Citizen Program has begun to have an extremely positive 
impact in many of our communities. This is a program that can help us assure that the dogs we love will 
always be welcome and well-respected members of our communities.  
1. Before taking the Canine Good Citizen test, owners will sign the Responsible Dog Owners Pledge. We 
believe that responsible dog ownership is a key part of the CGC concept.  By signing the pledge, owners 
agree to take care of their dog's health needs, safety, exercise, training and provide quality of life. Owners 
also agree to demonstrate responsibility by doing things such as cleaning up after their dogs in public 
places and never letting dogs infringe on the rights of others. 
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Stuff You Should Know, CGC (continued) 
 
After signing the Responsible Dog Owners Pledge, owners and their dogs are ready to take the CGC Test. 
Items on the Canine Good Citizen Test include: 
   
Test 1: Accepting a friendly stranger  
Test 2: Sitting politely for petting  
Test 3: Appearance and grooming  
Test 4: Out for a walk (walking on a loose lead)  
Test 5: Walking through a crowd  
Test 6: Sit and down on command and Staying in place  
Test 7: Coming when called  
Test 8: Reaction to another dog  
Test 9: Reaction to distraction  
Test 10: Supervised separation  
 
Equipment 
 
All tests must be performed on leash. Dogs should wear well-fitting buckle or slip collars made of leather, 
fabric, or chain. Special training collars such as pinch collars, head halters, etc. are not permitted in the 
CGC test. We recognize that special training collars may be very useful tools for beginning dog trainers, 
however, we feel that dogs are ready to take the CGC test at the point at which they are transitioned to 
regular collars. 
 
The evaluator supplies a 20-foot lead for the test. The owner/handler should bring the dog's brush or comb 
to the test. 
 
Encouragement 
 
Owners/handlers may use praise and encouragement throughout the test. The owner may pet the dog 
between exercises. Food and treats are not permitted during testing, nor is the use of squeaky toys, etc. to 
get the dog to do something. We recognize that food and toys may provide valuable reinforcement or 
encouragement during the training process but these items should not be used during the test. 
 
Failures - Dismissals 
 
Any dog that eliminates during testing must be marked failed. The only exception to this rule is that 
elimination is allowable in test Item 10, but only when test Item 10 is held outdoors. 
 
Any dog that growls, snaps, bites, attacks, or attempts to attack a person or another dog is not a good 
citizen and must be dismissed from the test.

Peanut Butter Biscuits 
 

1 cup flour 

½  cup milk 

2 Tbs peanut butter 

¼ cup grated Parmesan cheese 

1 tsp baking powder 

1 egg white 

1 Tbs chicken broth 
 
 
 
Mix flour and milk until lumpy. Add peanut butter and broth. Mix Parmesan cheese with first 4 ingredients. 
Add egg white.  
 
Mix well or until it has the consistency of pancake batter. Add baking powder. Pour onto greased cookie 
sheet, making 2" drops.  
 
Bake at 400F for 15-20 minutes until golden brown.

Demonstration by Officer Bradshaw and Justice from the Oxford Police Dept.  Pamela Holick joined us 
again for Canine and Human massages.   A Huge Thank You to all who supported the event by either 
attending, purchasing a t-shirt, or donating.

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September 11, 2005 - Petrock Festival -    It was more like Dustrock 2005 - one of the pet food bowls was 
actually accumulating a layer of dirt in it!

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One Important Asset…. 
 

 
The Integral part of Rescue 

 
Foster homes play an integral part in the success of rescuing Rottweilers. We do not use a shelter to hold our dogs. 
Instead, all the dogs must spend a minimum amount of time in foster care. Without volunteers to provide a place for 
the dogs to stay while awaiting adoption, our work would be limited; and many dogs would suffer.  

RRUFF's dogs come from many situations. For example Animal Control Officers call us on strays, and shelters call us 
when Rottweilers are brought in or surrendered by their owners.  Many dogs enter our program under weight or over 
weight, under socialized, and in need of basic training & medical care. Our Evaluation Team performs a rigid 
temperament evaluation on each dog in order to determine whether or not the dog is a suitable candidate for our 
program. Dogs are matched to prospective foster homes in the same fashion they are matched to permanent homes, 
including reference verifications and a home visit. We ask that foster homes carefully communicate what types of 
situations are acceptable for their family, and have all members of the family understand their importance in fostering a 
dog.  All dogs receive vaccinations, heartworm tests, fecal tests, spayed/neutered, and have other medical needs 
attended to before entering foster care.  
 
Foster homes provide the dogs a second chance to find a forever family. RRUFF dogs often spend much longer than 
the minimum 2 weeks in foster care before being adopted by that perfectly matched family.  Foster care allows the 
dogs to learn how to live harmoniously in a family environment, where they are taught or refreshed in the area of 
manners, housebreaking, crate training, and some basic obedience. Training guidelines are provided to foster homes 
when needed and Coordinators are always available to assistance.  RRUFF has an email list for foster care providers 
that enables the entire foster group to communicate with each other quickly and efficiently. Foster homes are 
responsible for filling out foster update questionnaires, taking updated photos of foster dogs for the website and 
keeping the dog's bio up to date. We hold events throughout our coverage area and foster homes are asked to bring 
foster dogs to events within their area so the dog can be seen by potential adopters. If we have an approved adopter 
that is interested in a foster, foster families talk to the family to give them more information on the dog and to set up 
appointments for the family to meet the foster dog. 
 
Foster families open not only their homes, but their hearts to every dog who enters their lives. Fostering is a mixture of 
commitment, patience, intuition, responsibility, consistency, adaptability, love, experience, structure, comfort, discipline 
and generosity. Foster homes are truly a gift to the dogs who enter rescue and the families who adopt the best 
companion they will ever have! Here is what some of our foster homes had to say about their experiences fostering: 

I wouldn't even know what to say. I loved doing it. I loved placing the right dog in the right home. It made me happy 
and made me feel like I made a difference in one living things life.  - Teresia 

I have been a foster home for RRUFF since the first dogs came into the program. I have fostered for another rescue as 
well over the past 5 years, and I think I have had at least 10 foster dogs in that time period. Why do I do it? Well I have 
adopted from both groups, and we wanted to do more. Fostering is a lot of work, but very rewarding work. You bring a 
dog into your home who has to learn a whole new set of rules, boundaries and limitations - all of which will be tested, 
but you also see those dogs realize life is FUN - they blossom into outgoing, affectionate, well mannered and welcome 
members of society, you help these dogs get ready to transition into a life of luxury! A life full of love, security and their 
former lives are forgotten.  Is fostering hard?? Well, yes, it is, if it was easy, everyone would do it! But to see a dog 
come into the program and into my home and flourish into a really great dog, and then to send that dog off to live with 
a forever family knowing you have done all you can to get that dog ready for adoption, knowing that they are THE 
home for that dog, and to see the happiness on the faces of everyone involved, including the dog - THAT is why I 
foster. - Anne
